Pointers 
· For MediCal only recipients (CANNOT LEAVE THE STATE) 
· $130,000 is all assets, income & resources in aggregate 
· + $65 for Spouse and dependents under the age of 18 
· CANNOT be used for those with Supplemental Security Income (SSI) 
· CANNOT be used for those with Social Security Disability Insurance (SSDI) if subsidized with SSI. 
Example: Family on Medical with spouse and three dependents, how much assets can they have? 
$130,000 Applicant + $65,000 Spouse + $65,000 For each dependent under 18 yrs of age – (minus) any  countable assets or resources.  Keep in mind if settlement exceeds this amount, they can do a spend-down in calendar month of receipt of funds.
